EDUCATION PROGRAMS

During FY2025, WCCD offered 29 Outreach and Educational Programs
impacting over 1,667 participants. Through relationship building and
community connections, WCCD educational programs continue to grow
and impact more Washakie County residents each year.

Highlighted below are just a few of our programs offered during FY2025.

¢ Natural Resource Wall Art Mural at Newell Sargent Park Students from Washakie
County School District #1 and the Wyoming Boys School were challenged to plan and
create natural resource related murals at a local park. WCCD partnered with the City
of Worland and resulted in four beautiful murals. (70 Students, 4 Murals, 1 Event)

* Wyoming Boys School Microgreens Program A $5,000 grant from the Wyoming
Hunger Initiative was administered by WCCD to implement a microgreen growing
program at the Wyoming Boys School. This project is a collaborative effort between
the Wyoming Boys School, Centsible Nutrition, and the Washakie County
Conservation District. (3 Collaborators, numerous Students)

e Grow Washakie 2025 Grow Washakie Workshop was made possible by a grant from
Barnyards and Backyards, sponsorship from Security State Bank, and cost-share
funding through the district. The event featured four presenters discussing topics on
seed selection, master gardening through selection and techniques, sustainable
grazing, and defensible spaces against wildife. (30 Participants)

¢ Livestock Evacuation and Emergency Planning Workshop WCCD and Washakie
County Emergency Management collaborated on this training to have Scott Cotton of
B Heart Resources present and bring awareness and education regarding emergency
planning and livestock evacuation during the event of a wildfire. (23 Participants)

¢ Project Learning Tree Arbor Day Poster Contest (4th and 5th Graders) The 2025
theme was “We All Need Trees”. Chloe Rollema’s artwork was selected as State
Winner. (186 Students, 11 Teachers, 1 Winner)
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
